Alt ugta bir giris yapisi
ve kapi ve Ust ugta iki kath bir konut yapisindan
olusmaktadir. Bu ikisi arasindaki mesafe, arazinin
dogal egimine gore tasarlanmis g¢esmelerle
stslenmistir.

Bahge, Kacar hanedanligi doneminde, 1879 ile
1886 yillari arasinda, Kagar hanedaninin prensi
Abdolhamid Mirza Naserodoleh’in emriyle insa
edildi. Bahge taninmis iranli mimar Mohammad
Hasan-e-Memar tarafindan tasarlandi ve iran’in
en glzel bahgelerinden biri olarak kabul ediliyor.

Bahgenin su kaynagi, antik iran’da sulama igin
kullanilan bir yeralti kanal sistemi olan ganat’tan
gecen yakindaki bir n bahge tasariminin gergek
bir saheseridir ve onu hem doga tutkunlari
hem de tarih meraklilari icin mutlaka gorilmesi
gereken bir yer haline getiren gesitli benzersiz
ozelliklere ve cazibe merkezlerine sahiptir. dag
kaynagindan geliyor.

Bahgenin ortasinda yer alan ve islam
mitolojisinde cennetin dort nehri temsil eden
dort su kanaliyla gevrili su havuzu. Havuz,
bahgenin en ucunda yer alan bir selale ile
beslenmekte olup, rahatlamak ve meditasyon
yapmak icin mikemmel, huzurlu ve sakin bir
atmosfer  sunmaktadir.

EHRAN (ANA)- A knowledge-based company in Iran

has developed methods based on biocontrollers,
providing a solution to reduce agricultural pests without
using chemical pesticides.

“Biological control is a method for managing pests and
diseases in agriculture and horticulture that uses living
agents like microorganisms, insects and parasites to
combat plant problems. This method is based on the
use of insects or microorganisms that naturally occur
in the environment,” said Reza Arabi, the production
manager of the knowledge-based company.

He called the method as biocontrol, and said, “It is a
sustainable and environmentally friendly approach to
manage pests and diseases in agriculture, forestry and
other local systems. In contrast to traditional chemical
methods, biological control relies on the natural
phenomena of herbivores and pest detectives to
regulate their populations.”

Arabi underlined that reduction in pesticide use, increase
in the quality and quantity of products, and preserving the
environment are a number of the benefits of the method.

In a relevant development in May, a group of Iranian

researchers had succeeded in settling the problem
of impacts of pesticides on agricultural products by
making standard biocompatible poisons.

Researchers at a knowledge-based company stationed
at Tarbiat Modarres University produced biocompatible
pesticide formulations, Varozis disease drug, compounds
that attract fruit flies, sulfur and tabul to control pests
and plant pathogenic agents, pesticides from plant
residues, compounds which increase the effectiveness
of pesticides, and active targeted fertilizers.

“Agricultural pesticide residues have created many
problems for the export of greenhouse products.
An issue that caused many products to return to
Iran many times and farmers suffered a lot,” Saeed
Moharramipour, a professor of Agriculture Faculty of
Tarbiat Modarres University and the managing director
of the knowledge-based company, told ANA.

“Our company has produced the product which Kkills
the most important pest of greenhouses in the country
- the two-spotted tartan mite. We have also registered
the pesticide for fighting the citrus leafhopper, one of
the key citrus pests,” he added.

Iran’s Knowledge-Based Catalyst Industry

he 6th Specialized Exhibition and Conference on Qil,

Gas, Petrochemicals and Qil Refining will be held with
the approach of supporting the Iranian manufacturing
industry with the support of Iran’s Vice-Presidency for
Science, Technology and Knowledge-Based Economy,”
said Ehsan Ebrahimi, the secretary of the panel.

“This year, given the extensive presence of companies
from holdings and reputable companies, we will witness
the most specialized panel in the catalyst industry,” he
added.

“The specialized panel on catalysts and catalytic processes will
be held by the Iran Catalyst platform, which is known as
an analytical arm and a reputable scientific base in the
catalyst industry,” Ebrahimi said.

CEO of the National Petrochemical Company (NPC)

Morteza Shahmirzayee had announced in September
that Iran’s petrochemical industry has gained independence
and self-sufficiency in production of catalysts after 116
years.

Shahmirzayee made the remarks, addressing the
opening ceremony of the 18th Iran Plast International
Exhibition held in Tehran on September 8-11.

Before 1979, the country’s petrochemical sector with
just five petrochemical plants was fully dependent on
foreigners from designing to production, he said.

Shahmirzayee further said that Iran’s petrochemical
sector owes 95 percent of its progress to after-revolution
activities, adding the sector has taken great steps in
the direction of domestic production of its technical
know-how




infrastructure. China has become an important partner
in ensuring Iran’s food security, particularly through
the importation of Iranian agricultural products such as
pistachios, dates, and saffron.

Iran’s agricultural sector stands to benefit from China’s
expertise in farming technology, as well as from Chinese
investments in areas like irrigation, food processing,
and agricultural machinery. China’s involvement in
these sectors helps Iran address the challenges of water
scarcity and agricultural inefficiencies, fostering long-
term growth in its food production.

The
tariffs, often levied on Iranian products in response to
domestic policies or global trade dynamics, can make
Iranian goods less competitive in the Chinese market,
limiting the potential for growth in certain sectors.

In  conclusion, while the Iran-China economic
relationship offers significant opportunities for both
nations, it also comes with challenges that must be
navigated carefully. Despite these obstacles, the
partnership between the two countries is likely to
continue to grow, driven by mutual economic interests,
strategic considerations, and shared geopolitical goals.
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Belt and Road Initiative: Iran’s Strategic

Additionally, the two nations have explored financial
mechanisms to bypass sanctions, including trade
in local currencies and the use of digital payment
systems. These efforts reflect a shared interest in
reducing dependency on the U.S. dollar and mitigating
the impact of Western economic restrictions.

The Strategic Implications

The deepening economic ties between Iran and China
carry significant geopolitical implications. For Iran,
engagement with China provides an economic lifeline,
helping it resist Western economic pressure and
maintain financial stability. For China, Iran represents
not only an energy supplier but also a strategic partner
in the broader contest over global trade routes and
economic influence.

Despite challenges such as shifting political dynamics,
security concerns, and evolving U.S. policies, Iran-
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n a rapidly shifting global economy, the
I partnership between Iran and China stands

as a compelling example of strategic
cooperation driven by mutual interests.
While China seeks reliable energy sources
and expanded trade routes, Iran looks to
Beijing as a crucial economic partner amid
Western sanctions and geopolitical isolation.
Over the years, their economic exchanges
have deepened, evolving from energy trade
to large-scale infrastructure projects and
financial collaborations designed to bypass
international restrictions. This growing
alliance not only impacts regional economies
but also signals a broader shift in global trade
dynamics, challenging Western economic
dominance and reshaping the future of
international commerce.
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The exhibition is scientifically supervised by Dr. Majid
Montazer-Zohouri from the University of Tehran, while
Alireza Abbasi from Tehran’s Cultural Heritage Department
oversees the executive management. It is held under

the direction of Dr. Seyed Reza Salehi Amiri, Minister of
Cultural Heritage, Tourism, and Handicrafts, and Dr. Ali
Darabi, Deputy Minister of Cultural Heritage.

The official contract for the exhibition was signed between
Iran’s General Directorate of Museums and China’s Cultural
Exchange Center by Dr. Leyli Khosravi and Tan Ping.

The artifacts, transported to China following a resolution
passed by Iran’s Council of Ministers, will be displayed

for nine months, with a possibility of extension. Parham
Janfashan, the Director-General of Tehran’s Cultural
Heritage Department and representative of Iran’s
Ministry of Cultural Heritage, attended the exhibition’s
opening alongside Tan Ping, Exhibition President, and Gao
Zhongwei, Governor of Sichuan.

Janfashan emphasized that this is the first time Sichuan
University Museum is hosting such a comprehensive
collection of Iranian artifacts, providing Chinese
audiences with a unique opportunity to engage with
Iran’s cultural history.

In the opening ceremony at the SUM, Tan Ping,
Director of the Art Exhibitions China, on behalf of the
institute, congratulated the opening of the exhibition,
and expressed gratitude for the support of the Iranian
Ministry of Cultural Heritage, SCU and other parties
involved. He emphasized that China and Iran, as ancient
civilizations at opposite ends of the Silk Road, share a
long history of friendly exchanges, with mutual learning
between civilizations holding great significance.

This exhibition, featuring 151 precious culture relics
from Iran for the first time in China, would continue
and deepen China-lran cultural cooperation. The
collaboration between SUM and five Iranian museums
showcases the shared values in education and cultural
heritage between the two countries.

Liu Chao, Vice President of Sichuan University (SCU),
pointed out that the SUM, as the most comprehensive
university museum in Southwest China, takes education
and communication as its mission. SUM hopes to
promote the dissemination of knowledge and meet

the cultural needs of the public through exhibitions of
cultural relics. This particular event not only marks the
first time SUM has introduced an overseas exhibition,
facilitating dialogues between different civilizations, but
also presents a valuable opportunity for SCU to engage
in cultural exchanges with Iran.
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Following its inauguration in Chengdu, “Starry Skies
llluminated: Five-Millennia Persian Culture and Art”
will travel to the museums of Guangzhou and Nanjing,
providing wider access for the Chinese public to
explore Iran’s historical and artistic heritage. In return,
China has pledged to host a reciprocal exhibition of its
historical artifacts in Iran, further strengthening the
cultural exchanges between the two nations.

Several prestigious Iranian institutions have played a
crucial role in curating and organizing the exhibition.
These include the University of Tehran, the Reza Abbasi
Museum, the Mogaddam Museum, the Glassware
and Ceramics Museum of Iran, the National Carpet

E Museum, and the Museum of National Arts.
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The exhibition “Starry Skies llluminated: Five-Millennia
Persian Culture and Art” was officially opened at
Sichuan University Museum in Chengdu, China, marking
a significant step in cultural diplomacy between Iran
and China. The exhibition, aimed at deepening cultural
ties and introducing Iran’s rich and ancient civilization
to the Chinese public, was inaugurated with the
participation of cultural officials from both nations.
